Mission Statement










Our goal is to increase the broad representation of scientific disciplines presented at ISEF while maintaining the level of excellence demonstrated by our students.
General Eligibility for LISEF








· Each student may enter only one project that covers research done over a maximum of 12 continuous months between January 2011 and May 2012.
· All students (including all members of a team) must be affiliated with a Nassau or Suffolk County educational institution (a home schooled individual/team must apply through their local district.) 
· Student must be enrolled in Grade 9 – 12. 
· Each project must satisfy all of the Intel ISEF rules and LISEF rules that apply.

· Please be advised that the number of projects per school permitted to register for LISEF is the number designated for each school as listed on our website www.lisef.org plus any projects awarded in a round robin process (New schools may enter 2 projects)

· If a school liaison certifies more than their allocation, then the order of online registration will determine eligibility. 
LISEF Rules and Guidelines








(A Regional Affiliated Fair can be more restrictive than the ISEF Rules and Guidelines…we are choosing to exercise this right.)
· NEW: The liaison must canvas their students to determine if a team project is a split-school project and contact the other school to determine which school is including that project in their school’s commitment; this must be done prior to the Oct. 17th commitment agreement deadline.  Each school is responsible for payment for their student(s) that are a part of a split-school project.
· NEW: A 5 point deduction will be made from each judge’s raw score at Round 1 where a comprehensive appropriate Research Plan (see ISEF Guidelines 2012, p. 30) is not entered during Online Registration and an additional 5 point deduction will be made from each judge’s raw score for the lack of a complete Abstract in the Online Registration database (see ISEF Guidelines 2012, p. 23).
· Surveys to collect data for LISEF participation may not be distributed to students enrolled in a K-12 class (public or private school) where they receive any kind of evaluation or (NEW effective as of September 1, 2011) where attendance is taken. This rule is designed to maximize the voluntary assent of the participants. It will apply to ALL projects that require voluntary assent of human subjects.
· Students are required to use headings and bullets throughout their research plan.
· The subject-specific guidelines (items 1-4 on the Intel ISEF Research Plan Instructions) should be embedded within the Procedures section of item C of the Research Plan.
· The ‘Scripts’ that are used to present a survey to potential subjects during recruiting and/or to describe informed consent must be included in the research plan under the appropriate headings.
· Any measures administered to Human Subjects, including those used in pilots, that may cause physical or psychological harm must go through the IRB approval process.
· The survey/questionnaire must be attached to the Informed Consent if Parental/Guardian permission is required by your IRB.  In this instance, the CONSENT FORM must include the following statement followed by their signature and date:

NO  (circle one) I have received a copy of any survey or questionnaire to be used in the research.

(If using the ISEF Sample Consent Form in the 2012 Guidelines, pg. 34 (p. 35, 2011), it may be added to the back but include an * on the front that directs parents to the reverse side)

· Any exceptions to any one of the above LISEF rules can only be granted by the LISEF SRC.  Please submit your request with a rationale to the LISEF SRC Committee (src@lisef.org) prior to proceeding with the study.  If a waiver is granted, submit documentation with your paperwork.

Categories











At LISEF (and ISEF), team projects are not judged in a separate category.  Instead, teams present within the category that best fits the scientific discipline of the research.
The student that is judged by an expert in his or her field of research will have the best educational experience.  To accomplish this, our intent is to not use artificial ‘category combinations’ if we are awarded 17 or more ISEF projects (watch for updates on our website) but in the event that we are awarded less we may be forced to combine a few categories.  See ISEF categories:  http://www.societyforscience.org/isef/project_categories
At LISEF, Materials Science no longer includes Bioengineering projects.  Instead, bioengineering projects should be registered in one of the following: Biochemistry, Cellular Biology or Medicine and Health.
Advancement to Round 2








The number of projects that move on from Day 1 to Day 2 is a minimum of 25% of the category with a maximum of 10. When this calculation results in a decimal equal to or greater than 0.5, we will round up.   Projects with negative z-scores are not eligible to advance. If the calculation results in a number less than 5, LISEF will ask the 5 with the highest positive z-scores as long as there are 5 with positive z-scores. If a category is being awarded 2 ISEF spots, the maximum for that category will be set at 20 but may be less if the calculation dictates.
Advancement to ISEF









In 2010, ISEF announced that there would be a reassessment of the number of projects eligible to advance to ISEF from the Affiliated Fairs.  By the formula they developed, LISEF is entitled to advance 10 projects; an appeal process will be completed in October, 2011 to determine the number of additional projects LISEF will be able to advance to ISEF.  Once ISEF has notified LISEF as to the number of projects that we can advance to ISEF, we will post on our website the method that will be used to determine how awards will be dispersed among the categories.
NEW: Both Day 1 and Day 2 Judges’ evaluations will be used to calculate the final score that will determine which projects advance to ISEF.  The exact method to be used to implement this will be posted on our website prior to Round 1.
Registration Fees










1. The entry fee is $200 for each individual and each team member and covers both Round 1 and Round 2. 

· Districts are financially committed to paying for and registering the number of projects submitted on the 2011-2012 LISEF commitment agreement signed by the principal and any awarded by Round Robin (October 17, 2011 deadline).  Districts will be billed on their LISEF Invoice for all projects in the LISEF Commitment Agreement and any awarded by Round Robin.  The superintendent signs that they agree to pay for all students registered on both their Commitment Agreement Satisfaction letter and on the direct payment form/BOCES Participation Form (whichever is applicable.) Updated numbers for commitment after any Round Robin awards are made will be posted on our website www.lisef.org by November 1, 2011.
2. The entry fee for one project will be waived for schools competing for the first time in LISEF.

3. Fees are not refundable.

4. Payment: 
· Purchase Orders will not be accepted* however you may want to consider encumbering the funds early in the school year.
· To pay directly, send one check per school to cover all of the school’s registered students to the LISEF mailing address and one copy of the LISEF Direct Payment Form.  Attach a copy of the LISEF invoice, including the page with student names
· In lieu of direct payment, include two copies of the completed and signed BOCES form found on the last page of this document. Attach a copy of the LISEF invoice, including the page with student names.  NOTE: Do not send the forms directly to BOCES.  

· Cross contracts, if needed, should be sent to the school’s BOCES district.

· Fees (or BOCES Forms) must be received no later than January 20, 2012.

Online School Registration








1. Submit the name of one liaison for EACH school.  This person is responsible for completion of ALL forms submitted by the school and should be available by cell or regular phone on the SRC Review Day between Round 1 and Round 2 – See Website for Dates and Times.
2. To complete the registration for your school, you will need the following information:
a. Your Name and contact information (we encourage you to submit a non-school e-mail since these often are blocked for our mass mailings.)
b. School’s Name and Address

c. Principal’s name

d. School FAX #

e. Name and contact information, including address, phone and e-mail, of the person who should receive the invoice for the school’s registrants for the LISEF and Junior Varsity Fairs.  This person is the one who will be responsible for submitting a Purchase Order to the district’s business office.

f. Indicate whether your school will be paying the invoice by Check or through BOCES.  This should be discussed with the appropriate parties prior to entering this information.  

g. Phone number for Accounts Payable in your District Billing Office.

h. Local Newspaper and address
3. Please enter the area(s) in which the liaison will be able to assist with the LISEF Fairs.  If you have any questions, please contact president@lisef.org
4. Liaison must register all Adult Sponsors in the school so that the Adult Sponsor can then submit their contact information.
5. Liaisons must provide the names and e-mail addresses (non-school if possible) of their SRC and IRB committees’ chairs.
6. Liaison is responsible for checking the information in the students’ online registrations PRIOR to the close of registration.

NOTE: School Registration (steps 1- 5 above) must be completed before Project Registration (steps 1-5 below) can be accepted.

Online Project Registration








The individual or team leader of a project will:

1. Submit a Research Plan at the time of online registration at www.lisef.org. (A draft of your Abstract should be submitted at this time.  Only the Abstract can be updated after registration closes on December 7, 2011. Deadline for final updating of Abstracts is January 20, 2012) A 5 point deduction will be made from each judge’s raw score at Round 1 where a comprehensive appropriate Research Plan (see ISEF Guidelines 2012, p. 30) is not entered during Online Registration and an additional 5 point deduction will be made from each judge’s raw score for the lack of a complete Abstract in the Online Registration database (see ISEF Guidelines 2012, p. 23).
2. Follow the prompts for entering personal data on the Registration Page of the Website.  Note:  All fields on the registration page must be complete before submission will be accepted, so make sure that you know all of the following information for each student for the project before entering the registration area:  Names, address, school, e-mail, phone #, date of birth, grade, gender, dietary needs (pull-down menu: normal, kosher, vegetarian), parent name, parent permission, user name for individual or team leader, password for individual or team leader, category of project, title of project, adult sponsor’s school, project adult sponsor name, citizenship.
3. After submission is accepted, you may re-enter to edit up until the close of registration on Dec. 7, 2011.
4. Complete the ISEF Rules Wizard at: http://apps.societyforscience.org/isef/students/wizard/index.asp 

5. Print the final list of forms recommended by the Rules Wizard. After printing, place your name in the upper right-hand corner.  This should have a date prior to start of experimentation/data collection.
Fair Information










 Round 1

1. Three copies of the research paper, three copies of all forms and three copies of the Rules Wizard print out must be handed in at Round 1.  This includes copies of one complete set of any consent forms used for research involving Humans.  Teachers will bring all sets of forms to the Registration Desk in the lobby upon arrival.  Students failing to submit three copies of all their required forms and research papers at this time may fail to qualify. 
2. Submit your Photo Release Form (at end of this document) at the Registration Desk in the lobby upon your arrival.
3. The LISEF Abstract must be displayed vertically at your project.

4. If required, Forms 1C and/or 7 must be displayed on your table.

5. Prepare a presentation of no more than seven (7) minutes, and be prepared for a question and answer session of five (5) minutes.  It is the judge’s discretion to allow you to do a formal presentation.

 PLEASE NOTE: The research paper and supporting ISEF Forms will be reviewed for compliance with the INTEL ISEF International Rules and LISEF Rules; an interview may result. Projects that fail to qualify cannot participate in LISEF Round 2.

Round 2

1. Every project must submit one complete new copy of all ISEF forms; if the SRC asked for additional forms or changes, these must be included in this copy.  A research paper is not required in this set. Teachers will bring all sets of forms to the Registration Desk in the lobby upon arrival.  Students failing to submit a complete copy of all their required forms prior to the close of registration may fail to qualify. 

2. The number of projects that move on from Day 1 to Day 2 is a minimum of 25% of the category with a maximum of 10. When this calculation results in a decimal equal to or greater than 0.5, we will round up.   Projects with negative z-scores are not eligible to advance. If the calculation results in a number less than 5, LISEF will ask the 5 with the highest positive z-scores as long as there are 5 with positive z-scores. If a category is being awarded 2 ISEF spots, the maximum for that category will be set at 20 but may be less if the calculation dictates.
3. The LISEF Abstract must be displayed vertically at your project.

4. If required, Forms 1C and/or 7 must be displayed on your table.

5. Prepare a presentation of no more than seven (7) minutes, and be prepared for a question and answer session of five (5) minutes.  It is the judge’s discretion to allow you to do a formal presentation. Watch for announcements…subject to change.

6. There will be a MANDATORY afterschool meeting Thursday, March 23rd, place and time to be announced, for finalists advancing to ISEF.
LISEF Project Display Regulations






1. See www.societyforscience.org/isef or www.lisef.org for general display rules. 
2. All projects MUST display the LISEF Abstract vertically, and if Forms 1C or 7 are needed, they must also be displayed in plain sight.
3. Electricity will not be provided.
4. Loss or damage: Valuable equipment may be part of the display only if the student participant accepts full responsibility should it be lost or damaged.  LISEF assumes no responsibility for loss or damage to any project or project component.

3. Place copy of Rules Wizard recommendations on top of Abstract.
4. Staple the pages of the research paper together.
5. Clip the packet of forms on top of the research paper.
6. Place the forms and research paper in a 10” X 13” flapped envelope.
7. Use PORTRAIT orientation to place the following information in the upper RIGHT corner of the envelope:

8.  Repeat Steps 1 – 7 for the second and third set of forms 
9. If you had human participants, make copies of all the Consent Forms you used and pack these in a 4th 10” x 13” envelope; label this envelope “Consent Forms” and put your name, table assignment, and school name on it.  If your participants came from more than one institution (e.g., school, hospital) or if you had one or more pilot studies, subdivide the consent forms into labeled piles from each one.
10. BRING ALL ENVELOPES WITH YOU TO ROUND 1 (Note: Projects with Human Subjects will have 4 envelopes – all others will have 3 envelopes.)
11. Upon arrival, school’s liaison will deliver all envelopes to the
